Agreement Terms
By signing below, the Renter and the District agree to the following terms:
	1. Equipment Condition
· The District provides the tree planter in working condition.
· The planter is rented “as is.” The District does not guarantee that it is free from defects, including hidden defects.
· Use of the planter is at the Renter’s own risk.
· If the planter becomes damaged, unsafe, or needs maintenance, the Renter must stop using it and return it immediately.
· The Renter is not responsible for normal wear, routine maintenance, or standard repairs.

	2. Use and Responsibility
· The District will provide instructions for proper use before the rental begins.
· The Renter is responsible for damage caused by misuse or abuse, as determined by the District.
· The planter will be inspected by both parties before and after the rental period.

	3. Liability and Insurance
· The District does not provide liability insurance coverage.
· The Renter agrees to:
· Accept responsibility for injuries or damages resulting from use of the planter.
· Maintain personal liability insurance sufficient to cover potential claims.

	4. Control of Equipment
· The Renter must keep full control and possession of the planter during the rental period.
· The planter may only be used as described in the Rental Application and approved by the District.

	5. Rental Period
· Standard rental is for three (3) days. 
· The Renter must pick up the planter during District office hours at a scheduled time.
· The Renter must return the planter during District office hours at a scheduled time.
· Any changes to the rental period must be approved in advance by the District.

	6. Rental Fee
· The rental fee is $55 per day.
· The total fee is based on the number of approved rental days.
· Fees are not prorated for partial days.
· Pick-up or return outside of office hours is not allowed unless pre-approved by the District.
· All fees are subject to Minnesota sales tax unless a valid exemption form is provided.

	7. Cleaning Fee
· The planter must be returned clean and free of mud or debris.
· A $30 cleaning fee will be charged if the planter is returned dirty.
· Please rinse the planter before returning it.

	8. Damage Reporting
· The Renter must use the planter carefully and report any damage or malfunction immediately.
· The Renter may be held responsible for damage caused by neglect or misuse.

	9. Use Restrictions
· The planter may be used only on private property.
· The planter may not be sub-rented or loaned to another person or organization.

	10. Hold Harmless and Indemnification
· The Renter agrees to hold the District harmless from claims or liabilities related to the planter’s use, operation, transport, or storage.
· The Renter agrees to indemnify the District for losses resulting from use by the Renter or anyone under the Renter’s control.

	11. Equipment and Vehicle Requirements
· The planter weighs approximately 1,650 pounds.
· Most light-duty tow vehicles can pull the planter, but the Renter is responsible for confirming their vehicle’s capacity.
· The Renter must provide a deep-cycle battery for operation. A fully charged backup battery is recommended.
